Faraid: The Foundation of Islamic Inheritance

- Islamic system of inheritance - Children's share

Faraid is a divinely guided formula that ensures fair Sons get twice the share of daughters
distribution of estate among heirs - spouse, Kkids,
parents, and siblings

. Each parent gets 1/6 if there are children, or 1/3 if there

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Wasiat: Your Personal Touch

Wasiat allows distribution of up to one-third
of estate

A wasiat (will) gives you the flexibility to distribute up
to one-third of your estate to individuals or causes not
covered by the Faraid system.

Potential to exceed one-third with consent

If all heirs agree, you can allocate more than one-
third of your estate through the wasiat, going beyond
the default Faraid distribution.




When Wasiat Exceeds the One-Third Limit

Wasiat Exceeding One-Third

If the deceased's wasiat (will) allocates
more than one-third of the estate, it

requires consent from all heirs as per
faraid (Islamic inheritance system).

Seeking Unanimous Consent Excess Portion Reverts to Faraid|
The court or estate administrator will seek

unanimous agreement from all heirs (e.g,, If unanimous consent is not obtained,
spouse, children, parents, siblings) to allow the portion of the estate exceeding

the full execution of the wasiat. one-third will revert to the faraid

distribution formula.

How It Works in Practice

The interplay of Faraid and Wasiat involves several key steps. First, any debts
and funeral expenses are settled from the estate. Then, the Wasiat (will) is
read and executed, provided it does not exceed one-third of the total estate.
If the Wasiat exceeds the one-third limit, the court or estate administrator
will seek consent from all heirs. Only with unanimous agreement can the
full Wasiat be carried out - otherwise, the excess portion reverts to the
Faraid distribution formula.
